MILESTONES & ADVANCEMENTS f
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WHAT’S IN 

THE ANNUAL 

REPORT?

More than you 
might think.
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The District completed its 9th Lateral Replacement Grant Program 
(LRGP) cycle, distributing $50,000 to residents.  

To date, the District has distributed $528,317 in the 9 year history 
of this popular program.  The program has also been replicated in 
several other communities around the state as a model program.

This program continues to be an element in the District’s e�orts to 
eliminate sources of in�ltration and in�ow (I&I) from the collection 
system.  

Any I&I reduction will reduce sewer over�ows, keep maintenance 
costs low, avoid unnecessary treatment of rainwater, and keep your 
sewer service rates low.

LATERAL REPLACEMENT GRANT PROGRAM

For the past 10 years, the District has been inspecting its sewer system 
with the use of Closed Circuit Television (CCTV) equipment.  

In 2006 the District invested in a new, state-of-the-art unit allowing the 
crews to make digital images of the sewer mainlines, making review of 
the lines more e�cient and improving the e�ciancy of operating the 
sewer system.  

This new CCTV unit will improve the District’s ability to meet the State’s 
tighter requirements on operating sewer systems. 

MODERN TECHNOLOGY HITS THE SEWERS

The Castro Valley Sanitary District/Oro Loma Sanitary District 
Treatment Plant Capacity Restoration Project was substantially 
(98%) complete in June 2006.  The project, which will e�ciently 
treat wastewater from Castro Valley Sanitary District service area, 
Hayward, Cherryland, and Ashland, is approximately 12 months 
ahead of schedule and more than 3 million dollars under budget.  
The project will be able to treat the wastewater from Castro Valley 
and the other mentioned areas for at least the next 20 years!

As discussed in prior publications, the District has been responsible 
for approximately 26% of the total project cost of $31.6 million, 
inclusive of construction, design, and construction administration.  

CVSD’s portion has been funded entirely from cash reserves that 
were established for this purpose and thus has no debt as a result 
of this project.

WASTEWATER TREATMENT PLANT PROJECT

The District’s Wastewater Collection System Master Plan was completed June 

2006.  The Master Plan is an assessment of the hydraulic, physical condi-

tion, and maintenance of the wastewater collection system and recommends 

improvements to provide adequate hydraulic capacity in order to improve the 

reliability of the system.  The Master Plan recommends project expenditures of 

more than $20,000,000 over the next 20 years to mitigate de�ciencies.  Proj-

ects have been broken down into 5 priority classi�cations:

   1:  Structural improvements of lines with high-risk maintenance issues.
   2: Hydraulic capacity improvement in areas with historic wet weather 
       surcharging.
   3: Structural improvements of lines with signi�cant defects.
   4: Hydraulic capacity improvements to accomodate a storm size once 
       every ten (10) years.
   5: Structural improvements of lines with fewer signi�cant defects.

The Master Plan was presented to the Board, and sta� was directed to proceed 
with review and implement the practical recommendations of the plan.

MASTER PLAN UPDATE
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The Solid Waste Department continued e�orts to reduce waste 
in order to meet the 75% diversion goal by 2010.  2006 diversion 
programs included the implementation of a multi-family recycling 
program, technical assistance to businesses, the installation of 10 
street can recycling pyramids, and increased recycling in schools.  

Additionally, the District continued to market the residential food 
scrap recycling program, as organic materials remain as the 
largest component, by weight, in the residential waste stream.  The 
District’s diversion rate was 60% in 2004.

STATUS ON DIVERSION & RECYCLING

The District and Waste Management of Alameda County launched a 
multi-family (apartment, condominium, trailer park) recycling pilot 
program June 1, 2006.  

Multi-family complexes were o�ered free site assessments, technical as-
sistance, educational �yers, and tote bags to transport recyclables from 
units to the outdoor bins.  Programs were started at no additional cost, 
and on average, complexes increased diversion (materials not sent to the 
land�ll) by almost 25%, realizing a 19% reduction in their garbage bills.

MULTI-FAMILY SINGLE-STREAM RECYCLING

Members of the community looked in their garages and attics for 
used sports equipment, and donated over 200 pieces during 
October 24-28, 2005 for reuse by Special Olympics Northern 
California and children in Costa Rica.

SPORTS EQUIPMENT REUSE WEEK

In Spring 2006, CVSD renovated the administrative o�ces’ 
landscape to be “Bay-Friendly.”  The existing water-hungry, high 
maintenance landscape was replaced to be consistent with the 7 
principles of Bay-Friendly Landscaping.  

With 86% of selected plant species native to California, the 
landscape �ourishes with less water, fertilizer and maintenance, 
resulting in reduced water and maintenance costs. Six interpretive 
signs and an outreach brochure encourage residents to become 
Bay-Friendly Gardeners at home.

BAY-FRIENDLY LANDSCAPE

More than 600 residents picked up a free bag of compost (made 
from District food scraps and yard waste) at Compost Give-Away 
2006 held March 22-25 at Castro Valley Adult School.

COMPOST GIVE-AWAY

April 29, 2006 was cleaner, healthier, and enriched, due to the 534 
Clean-Up volunteers, 5k Run/Walk participants, and 2,000 attendees at 
the Festival held in partnership with Palomares Elementary School and 
Alameda County.

PROJECT EARTH 2006

The Community Advisory Committee (CAC) provided guidance on 
several District projects throughout �scal year 2005/06.  Most notably, 
the Committee assisted with the development of a new Residential 
Curbside Services Guide.  

The Guide replaced an outdated “Do’s & Don’ts” brochure and helped 
illustrate proper curbside disposal of residential waste such as paint, 
food scraps, and food-soiled paper.

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The District’s sewer service fee rate is the lowest in Alameda County 
(countywide average $375.00 annually), and remains one of the lowest 
statewide (statewide average $267.00 annually).  

Residential
Residential Dwelling Unit - $ 170.00 per year 
Including condominiums, town houses, apartments, mobile homes, and 
secondary units.
Partial Dwelling Units - $ 170.00 per year
Private, non-commercial units including garages, workshops, pool 
houses, and other non-habitable structures connected to the sanitary 
sewer not located as part of a residential complex.

In �scal year 2005/06, the District maintained a balanced budget 
through reasonable rate increases and drawing down appropriate 
reserves.  The District had the lowest residential sewer service 
charge fee in Alameda County at $170.00 per year. 

FINANCIAL POSITION

During 2005/06 a Commercial User’s Advisory Ad Hoc Committee was 
formed which included two members of our Board of Directors, an active 
member of the business community and District Sta�.  The District estab-
lished a CUAC in early 2004 to provide adequate public outreach spe-
ci�c to non-residential rate payers.  This Committee continued to review 
non-residential sewer service charge rates, de�nitions and classi�cations.  

As a result of this Committee’s dedication, the non-residential rates were 
analyzed and electronically integrated with our Geographical Information 
System (GIS).  Due to this detailed analysis, several parcels were found to 
be incorrectly assessed or missing an assessment.  

Rates were expanded from 7 categories to 36 classi�cations to more 
accurately re�ect the wastewater contribution of di�ering types of 
business and institutional users.  Net results were increased revenue to 
the District.  

COMMERCIAL USER’S ADVISORY COMMITTEE

During 2005/06 the Treatment Plant Reserves were e�ectively 
depleted due to the major Treatment Plant Capacity Restoration 
Project at the Castro Valley/Oro Loma Treatment Plant.  The Dis-
trict has prudently planned for this project over the past few years 
and has a long history of pay-as-you-go for capital acquisitions.  

The Capacity Restoration Project was budgeted at $31.6 million, 
with Castro Valley Sanitary District’s share accounting for $7.5 
million.  This major upgrade is substantially complete during 2006 
and is ahead of schedule.

E�ective March 1, 2006 the District’s rate for Recycling, Green-
waste, and Garbage including food scrap recycling is $18.47/month 
for standard residential service, which increased only 2.32% or $.42 
per month.
